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Privacy and Terms

1. The data collected is for application use only. Applicants own the right to check and correct the data provided.

2. The Hong Kong Adventure Corps (The Corps) will use the data provided for arranging training and services to applicants.

3. The Corps is not going to disclose the information to the third-party, unless authorised, referred to the legalities or notified before the application.

4. The Corps would occasionally provide the applicants’ information to the government officials, judicial parties or The Corps managing committees with adequate disclosure.

5. The Corps is responsible to keep and update the latest information of applicants’ information.

6. The Corps strongly avoid the improper use (staff inclusive) of applicants’ information.

7. If applicants is not willing The Corps to use the data, please contact The Corps Headquarters.

Terms and Conditions

1. Once the payment of booking is successful, then the application is being confirmed.

2. If necessary (e.g. Typhoons or Storms), The Corps own the right to change and cancel the applied booking, no compensation will be made. Under such situation, The Corps is going to notify the applicants for rescheduling the training days or returning the booking charge promptly.

3. The activity is for youth training only, campers should strictly follow the “Training and Campus Regulations”.

4. Participants should age 8 or above.

5. Without authorisation, no one can film or record the training.

6. Without authorisation, no one can use or copy the name and brand of The Corps for the purpose of advertisement.

Training and Campus Regulations

1. Campers take the responsibility to ensure the participants are suitable for the training. Also, appointed one adult representative (The Representative) as contacting person and co-ordinator.

2. The Representative is responsible to provide information of the participants to and contact with The Corps Headquarters 
3. One-tenth of the participants should over 18. If not, the organisation must arrange for the same-gender adult for the guidance.
4. Mans and vehicles pass in and out the campus should notify The Corps Headquarters.

5. Participants should arrive and depart on time.

6. The Corps is going to follow this form to arrange the accommodation. No refund will be made for less participants attending.

7. The organisation is responsible for arranging participants’ beds, the only restriction is opposite sex should be arranged in different barracks. Unless authorised, no changing of rooms without other campers is allowed.

8. Applicants are not allowed to invite guests. All guests entering the camp should permit by The Corps Headquarters, and need to follow the “Training and Campus Regulations”.

9. Participants are not allowed to leave the campus unless authorised by The Corps Headquarters.

10. Participants are responsible for keeping their personal belongings. The Corps is not responsible for any lost.
11. Participants are not allowed to enter the office, store, kitchen, staffroom and any unauthorised rooms or facilities.
12. Dress properly in campus. Shouting and using of bad languages are prohibited. No smoking or consuming of chewing gum is allowed in the campus.

13. No fire is allowed unless authorised.

14. Items for alcohol consumption, gambling, or drug in-taking are forbidden to bring in the campus. Participants who involve the method activities are going to be rejected in camp, and should responsible for any legal action. No refund is going to be made.

15. Keep the campus clean and tidy. No littering, vandalising, logging or flower-picking is allowed.

19. Some of the facilities in the campus can only be operation under qualified instructor’s supervision.

20. If the borrowing items or facilities are lost and damaged, participants are responsible for compensation.

22. Light out at 2300 hours and all the activities should be stopped unless authorised.

23. The main gate is to be locked at 2300 hours to 0700 hours. If any arrangement is needed, please notify The Corps Headquarters.

24. The organisation is responsible for the campus cleaning under regulations, including barracks, canteen, lavatories and the used venue. Staff will inspect the campus before the departure of campers. The Corps owns the right to claim the cleaning charge.
